2 The minutes of the meeting of 14 December 2011 were confirmed as a true record by KA & RGr.  
3 Actions arising from the minutes above were checked off as either discharged or carried forward (see actions points at end). 
It was agreed that a session on use of the websites for the Committee led by David would be useful as few people are making use of it partly due to unfamiliarity with the systems. This will be arranged at a committee meeting ASAP. It was noted that few case studies had yet been contributed. ACTION ALL!
4 Networking Events – information to go onto SCAN website
Paths & Climate Change planning now well on with only 20ish spaces for a walking session on Fife Coast to be held on 28 Feb from 10am to 4.15pm. Sarah will look into bus fares and possibility of arranging transport for the return trip following the walk/discussion. Soup etc will be available at a local café. Depending on how it goes SCAN may organise a second event. 
Right of Way – Date set as Wednesday 9 May, hosted by LLTNP.Kenny will organise and arrange tasty lunch (approx £7.50/head). External legal advisors (LLTNP) Harper Lee and Fife Legal will be main speakers with practical examples being contributed by Fife, Scotways and others.  Approx cost £40/head. ACTIONS: Kenny will draft itinerary & send around by e-mail for input. All to put legal case studies onto website in advance. It was noted that Scotways no longer circulate a legal update and some discussion took place regarding whether it would be worth seeking a replacement service elsewhere.

5 NAF Temporary Closures/diversions of Core Paths & Forestry Operations
Although this discussion needs to be wider than forestry related issues SCAN is content for forestry to lead the discussion at NAF but may prepare a paper with wider issues for input to NAF at the same time as a general SCAN presentation on current concerns for outdoor access – probably May meeting.
6 Current Issues

Kenny has circulated to committee a survey on what mapping/data computer systems Access Authorities use. It was agreed that this can now be sent out on wider circulation.

Fife is now pulling out of CAMS and will develop an in house system as Falkirk have done. 

It was noted that SCRA are launching their CPD programme, Angus will attend to represent SCAN.

Rob noted there may be another foot & mouth exercise.

David expressed concern and dissatisfaction in the DPEAs handling of the D&G core path inquiry.  The DPEA have now had the Plan for 18 months and in some cases site visits have been lobbied by objectors. 
Jane stated the PKC core paths plan would finally be adopted on 25 January. 

Jane provided information about the writ served on PKC under LRA (28) in respect of the angling/rafting commercial interests on the Upper Tay.  The sheriff ruled that no rafting should take place on Mondays, Tuesdays or Wednesdays within the salmon season between Aberfeldy and Grandtully. 
Jane raised the possibility of a training or networking session regarding monitoring of core paths in respect of SEAs. 

7 Review Items
It was noted that few people had read the Strategy Development documents in detail or had made any comments and should do so for the next meeting. Sections of work within the PID were taken on by individuals for contributions. 

Whether SCAN committee need to meet quite as frequently as currently was discussed, it was agreed that we should consider fewer meetings and ensure we make full use of the ones we arrange.  Whether SCAN should express views was discussed and it was generally agreed that this was not appropriate but that it could usefully be a forum for assembling views for others to see.
